Example CO-CUB-S positions

(the divider can be installed under the raised floor if needed)

Almost all positions are possible,

1. Define the position of the CO-CUB in the frame and mark the stripping point of the cable
also under an angle.




2. Strip the jacket and cut the strength member at 70 mm from the end of the jacket, place the foam tape,
attach the strength member and mount the cable on the bottom plate.

3. Mount the CO-CUB in position and measure the flex tubes. Distribute the subunits (loose tubes)
over the necessary flexes and slide them in position, make sure the subunits are routed properly.

5. Remark:
Provide extra cable fixation on the Frame in case of stiff cable.
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
