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Installing Propel Connection Components

To install a Propel connection component into a panel cartridge, align the
slots on the connection component with the rail features on the cartridge
and slide together until an audible “click” is heard. To remove, pull on the
handle feature of the connection component.

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Installing Populated Cartridge in Panel

Align the top channel of the populated 28
cartridge with the panel track in its original .
location (a). Tip the cartridge slightly down-

ward to facilitate alignment.

Push the cartridge from the
front and slide it to the back
of the panel (b). When a
cartridge is fully installed,
the adjacent latch will
deflect back to neutral.

Route the entry cable(s)
through the top cable
management rings of the
panel and into the Cable
Entry side of the frame (c).
Frame cable management
instructions are included
with the Propel XFrame.

Best practice for VCM
Panels is to start on the
Cable Entry side and
work towards the Patch
Cord Management side

Connecting and Routing Patch Cords

Patch cords can be connected before or after the cartridge is installed in the panel.
After connecting patch cords, route down the panel, through the cable management
trough, and into the Patch Cord Management side of the frame.

Patching can begin on either side of the panel, but best practice is to start on the
Cable Entry side and work towards the Patch Cord Management side.
