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Step 1 — Terminate Wire on Jack Panel 
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1. Depress cables and loosely secure to terminal block or backboard at edge of jack panel. 
2. Remove designation strips. 
3. Position assigned cables in numbered sequence, three cables entering from each side, across the jack 

panel. Mark each cable at leading edge of associated connecting block. See Wiring Table in this 
instruction sheet. 

4. Ring cable at mark and remove jacket. Exercise care not to nick or damage insulation or separate twists. 
5. Holding end of cable jacket approximately 1/4 inch (6mm) in front of connecting block and even with 

leading edge, insert conductors into connecting block starting with brown/white pair. It is extremely 
important to maintain pair twist up to the point of separation at connecting block to meet Category 5 
Power Sum transmission performance. For example, If brown and white conductors are on the wrong 
side of each other, always provide additional twist, never untwist. 

6. Check conductors. Seat and cut-off using D impact tool. Exercise caution to ensure tool is oriented to cut 
off excess conductor length. 

7. Continue items 5 and 6 until al cables are installed. 
8. Mark appropriate paper inserts for circuit identification and place insert into designation strip. Snap 

designation strips onto corresponding wiring block positions. 
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Step 2 — Assemble Kit 

 

 
1. Attach 11OAB CAT5PSJP 12B to 110P-type terminal block using two plastic rivets. 
2. Orient printed wiring board (PWB) assembly on wiring block in up and down direction as shown above. 
3. Position frame over modular jacks and push down to secure. End tabs snap in place under fanning 

strips. 
4. Snap four retaining clips around fanning strip at corners of block. 
5. Install wiring as per instructions on other side of this instructions sheet. 
6. Mark paper inserts for circuit identification and place insert into designation strips. Snap designation 

strips onto corresponding wiring block positions. Wiring from odd numbered jacks appears on top row 
and even numbered jacks appears on bottom row (see Wiring Table above). 
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
