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Installation 
1. Prep the 4-pair cables before terminating with information 

outlets. 
2. Terminate cables on information outlets per instructions 

provided with the outlets. 
3. Insert an outlet into a cutout from rear of panel with the 

insulation displacement contact (IDC) slots facing down as 
shown to the right.  In this position, the outlet appears to 
be upside down.  Repeat for all outlets. 

Note:  To remove the outlet, depress the tabs on each 
side of the outlet from the front, then pull outlet out from 
the rear.  Openings are provided in the front of the panel 
for this purpose. 

 
4. Use a cable tie to loosely secure the cable to “T tabs” 

located directly behind the outlets as shown in the two 
figures to the right.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
5.  Using the four provided mounting screws, secure panel to 

19-inch (483mm) rack. 

 
6. Use cable ties to secure cables to rack uprights.
