2	 General safety precautions
2.1	 Fiber optic cables may be damaged if bent or curved to a radius that is less than the recommended minimum 

bend radius. Always observe the recommended bend radius limit when installing fiber optic cables and patch  
	 cords.
2.2	 Exposure to laser radiation can seriously damage the retina of the eye. Do not look into the ends of any optical 

fiber. Do not assume the laser power is turned off or that the fiber is disconnected at the other end.

3	 Kit Content
- Cabinet shell - Grounding plate and cover
- Back clip plate - Isolation Pad
- Side clip plate - Designation labels

4	 Product images
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5	 Remove damaged cabinet 

5.1	 Open the door. 	
5.2	 Check the condition of cabinet swing frame and riser. 
Note: If the riser is damaged a new riser will need to be ordered separately. 

5.3	 Open the swing frame.
5.4	 Carefully free cable subunits from attachment clips inside enclosure. Take note of which subunit travels through 	
	 which attachment clip for later reassembly.

5.5	 Remove the hinges from the cabinet shell and keep the hinges attached to the swing frame.
5.6	 Remove ground wire from cabinet shell.

5.7	 Take out the swing frame, place it safely on a raised and stable surface.
5.8	 Remove ground wires from cables and ground locator panel.

5.9	 Remove bottom attachment plate by removing 9 sets of nuts and washers.
5.10	 Remove 4 sets of nuts and washers that attach the cable mounting bracket from the back wall of the cabinet.

5.11	 Remove the breakaway plate from the front on the cabinet.
5.12	 Remove the 4 bolts from the base of the cabinet shell.
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5.13	 Remove the damaged cabinet shell back and away from the swing frame.
5.14	 If applicable, remove riser.

6	 Install new cabinet shell 

6.1	 If applicable install the new riser.
6.2	 Remove the breakaway plate from the front of the cabinet.

6.3	 Install the cabinet shell.
6.4	 Install 4 bolts to attach the cabinet shell to the riser.
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6.5	 Re-install the cable clamp mounting bracket to the back wall of the cabinet.
6.6	 Re-install the bottom attachment plate to the base of the cabinet.

6.7	 Re-install the ground wires that run between the ground locator panel and fiber cables.
6.8	 Apply tape to stabilize mounting bolts and then re-install swing frame to cabinet shell.

6.9	 Carefully place the swing frame in position, do not to introduce tight bends or kinks in the cable subunits and screw 	
	 the hinges on the frame. 
6.10	 Place the cable subunits back into the attachment clips inside the cabinet shell.
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6.11	 Close the swing frame.
6.12	 Remove the tape from the mounting bolts.

6.13	 Attach the ground strap and transfer all door label information from the damaged shell to the new one.
6.14	 Close the cabinet door.
